F. Tuition Fees and Other Financial Matters 
 
Scholarship may be offered by CityU to UF students with outstanding academic results when they are 
admitted to the LLM programme. 
 
• School of Law Admission Scholarships for the LLM Programme 
 

 – Three types of scholarships are provided hereunder: 
 1) a maximum of 1 full scholarship to the value of 24-credit tuition fees, which equals 

HK$129,360; 
 2) a maximum of 3 scholarships, each to the value of 12-credit tuition fees, which equals 

HK$64,680; and 
 3) a maximum of 7 scholarships, each to the value of HK$30,000. 

 
Please note the above scholarship amounts are subject to approval, and the number of 
scholarships and allocation of scholarships each year are left entirely at the discretion of CityU 
School of Law.

H. Special Arrangements for Students admitted to 2019/20 Master of Laws (LLM)  
who obtained their LLB from a non-common law jurisdiction  
 
Students of the 2019 cohort who obtained their LLB from a non-common law jurisdiction are required 
to attend an intensive course “Introduction to Common Law System and Methodology” to be held at 
CityU from 20 to 30 August 2019. As such, successful applicants with LLB from a non-common law 
jurisdiction must arrive in Hong Kong and complete the student enrolment procedures at CityU by 19 
August 2019 (Monday) at the latest. That would mean you must also obtain an activated student 
visa/entry permit to study in the LLM programme before enrolment. Please note, however, that LLM 
students who are not taking a full year of study at CityU may be exempted.
