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	This interdisciplinary thesis focuses on the integration of an intergenerational perspective into climate policy negotiations in Switzerland. As present and future generations stand in an asymmetrical power relationship facing climate change, it explores how the claims of the latter should be integrated into current parliamentary debates to support the adoption of intergenerationally just climate policies. Starting from a non-ideal perspective to political philosophy, this thesis first recommends adopting a sufficientarian approach to Swiss climate policy negotiations so that as many people as possible can enjoy a decent life. The actual importance played by sufficientarianism and other normative principles of intergenerational justice (egalitarianism and prioritarianism) in contemporary political debates is then assessed using a qualitative content analysis of parliamentary interventions and parties’ political programmes. Concluding with their anecdotal importance, the final chapter proposes to bridge both the ethical and the empirical perspectives by rewriting existing discourses to correspond to the demands of sufficientarianism. While this thesis posits that sufficientarianism holds the potential for integrating intergenerational claims into the existing policymaking process, it also highlights that this presupposes the acknowledgment of the climate crisis by its actors in the first place.
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
