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	This work questions the discourses leading to the abandonment of the construction of a new road ramp in the centre of the city of Lausanne in the Flon district. Planned as an accompanying measure in an agglomeration mobility project, it threatened the maintenance without major metabolic change of a micro forest between 2011 and 2020. In order to grasp the evolution of discourses, their synergies and the contestation surrounding this two materiality potentially sharing the same space south of the Flon, urban political ecology and critical discourse analysis will be mobilised. Both allow to underline what constitutes and leads to a social reality, as well as what reality influences discourses. Indeed, considering logics such as the urbanisation of nature and the socioecological fix allows to grasp how non-hegemonic discourses for the maintenance of a local forest have ended up being effective at the expense of a piece of a traffic package. Finally, it is through four discourses that this work emphasizes the necessity for the communal and cantonal authorities to abandon this road ramp in order to maintain the legitimacy of this project as well as their own needed for their reproduction.
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
