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Résume

Zusammenfassung

What is the relationship between European law and
international law ? Is European law a special brand of
international law? In case of conflict, whose norms
should take priority ? What does that mean in national
law terms ? These are just some of the many questions
all international and European lawyers have once
wondered about. Interestingly, those questions have
become popular again among European legal schol-
ars after a series of recent decisions by the Court of
First Instance of the European Communities raising the
question of the validity and rank of international law
duties in the European legal order. In international
law, as well, the emergence of transnational norma-
tive hierarchies in the human rights context and, more
generally, the so-called constitutionalization of inter-
national law have thrown new light onto the rela-
tionship between the European and international legal
orders. The conference aims at taking stock of those
recent developments to try to find new answers to old
questions.

The speakers have been invited to contribute in this
debate on the basis of their own expertise in European
and international law. Some will provide general
assessments from the perspective of European or
international law, while others will approach the issue
in a more sectorial way in the context of human rights
or international trade law. One of the aims of the
conference is to develop a theoretical framework for
future reflection on the relationship between a plura-
lity of autonomous albeit overlapping legal orders,
whether national, European or international.
