Table and pulpit fellowship includes the mutual recognition of ordination and the
freedom to provide for intercelebration.

Church communion on the basis of this consensus means that churches with different
confessional positions accord each other communion in Word and Sacrament
and strive for the fullest possible co-operation in Withess and service to the world.

Remaining differences (in forms of worship, types of spirituality, and church order)
have no church dividing character.

Condemnations of the Reformation confessions
(in respect of the Lord’s Supper, christology, and predestination)

don‘t apply to the doctrinal position of the current partners.
